Field Trip Debriefs
Five Day Railfanning Trip West

The trip didn’t go exactly as advertised but it
worked out just fine. On Wednesday morning,
July 14, ten Mohegan and Pequot Club
Members left southeastern Connecticut in two
vans for train watching spots in Pennsylvania
and Ohio. On the way down we stopped at the
Grizzly Tool Company to satisfy important
male needs. In the afternoon we arrived at the
Lycoming Valley Railroad (LVRR) Yard in
Northumberland, PA, just outside of
Williamsport. Two very friendly yard birds
told us about two derailments in the yard that
day and where to find them, and find them we
did. Clearly poor track maintenance led to
these derailments. Three cars were slightly off
the track in the first one but the second
derailment had folded rail, plowed ground,
separated trucks, right angle cars and fouled
lines, a real spectacle. That evening we got to

Altoona and watched trains in the center of
town from the two bridges over the tracks next
to the railroad museum.
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The next morning we went back to the
bridges in Altoona and then to the roundhouse,
shop and yard. Many pictures were taken and
then it was off to Horseshoe Curve where train
watching and picture taking continued. It
drizzled off and on but that didn’t dampen the
spirits of the M&P crew. By noon we had had
enough and were off to the west side of the
Curve where we saw the “slider” and then to
the towns of Gallitzin with Tunnel Hill, and
Cresson where we watched the approaching
trains from the west. Nothing came east??
Both towns had dedicated train-watching sites
that made our “job” easier. Then it was off to
Fostoria, Ohio and the Iron Triangle!

Some dedicated train watchers went out at
midnight night and explored and their reports
at breakfast on Friday morning were giddy.
The Holiday Inn Express lady understood why
we were there and offered a lot of good
information. After filling the coolers with ice
it was time to go the Amtrak station and the
double track CSX-and double track Norfolk
Southern, quadra-diamond (Four Diamonds)
to watch trains. When we arrived the
professionals from Michigan were already
there with their counters, clipboards and
scanners. There was a lull in the action but
when it began it started with a bang. A coal
drag was passed by an inter-modal freight
right in front of us. And it continued for the
rest of the day, trains, trains, trains. We moved
to the C&O Diamond, looked into the yards,
watched more trains at the diamond and other
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lines, went back to the Amtrak Station wished
we could stay longer but finally pulled up
stakes and left for Alliance, Ohio.

On a foggy Saturday morning it was down
to the Amtrak Station in Alliance by the
diamond to wait for the trains on the Norfolk
Southern line. Here we met some locals who
knew that trains would come by but after that
the information got a little thin. In a couple of
hours we saw a few trains and then decided to
move on to the local hobby shop. Once there
the trains started running but too late the
heroes. From Alliance we drove to the
Conway Yard outside of Pittsburgh. The
highway is right next to the yard but there is
absolutely no shoulder, making stopping,
watching and picture taking impossible unless
you are rear-ended on the road. We tried
several vantage points overlooking the
highway and yard, higher being better, but
none were ideal on this rainy day. After that
we drove through the mist to Harrisburg, PA.

We got to Harrisburg and went to the
Observation Bridge to look at the north end of
the Enola Yard. With dusk approaching we
then went to the spectacular Rockville Bridge,
a 3,800 foot stone arch bridge over the shallow
Susquehanna River. Built in 1902, It originally
had four mainlines but now it has three (sorta
like Horseshoe Curve). At the west end of the
bridge the track turns south to the Enola yard
and the wheels really sing under the load.

On Sunday morning it was back to the Enola
Yard and the Rockville Bridge. Then we went
north on the west side of the Susquehanna to
do some more train watching at spots on the
Norfolk Southern line that goes between
Altoona and Harrisburg. On the way back
home we stopped by to see Laurence
Gieringer’s Miniature Village with 375
handmade structures at Roadside America.
(http://www.roadsideamericainc.com/) From
there the caravan went home to Connecticut,
separating in the traffic in New Jersey. All in
all, a wonderful trip, especially since what
happens in Altoona, stays in Altoona!

John YWaller's Column

This month I am writing about stepper
motors. A stepper motor differs from a plain
DC motor in that the rotor moves in small,
very precise increments. Stepper motors are
frequently found in printers and scanners.

A stepper motor typically has a permanent-
magnet rotor, and sets of four fixed electro-
magnetic pole pieces. In this respect it can be
regarded as a derivative of an AC synchronous
motor. Stepping is achieved by energizing
pole pieces in turn. There is usually sufficient
permanent magnetism that the rotor will
remain in its set position with the power off.

A stepper motor in a printer, for example,
might be used to advance the paper line-by-
line. Depending on the font size and spacing,
the distance the paper advances for each line
will vary, and this is catered for by adjusting
the number of steps of the motor at each
advance.

An example in the model railroad world
would be the operation of three-aspect upper-
quadrant semaphore signals. Commonly such

model signals are driven by a DC motor and
gearbox combination.

With a stepper motor of the right torque a
gearbox is not needed. Motors with step size
as small as 1.8° or 200 steps per revolution are
available. The rate of stepping can be as slow
as the user desires.

Prototype semaphore signals raise quite
slowly', but can fall to the red or danger
position quite rapidly, hence the term
“knocked down to red” which has been carried
on into the colored-light signal era. This
behavior is easily mimicked with stepper-
motor drive.

A comparison may be made with the tortoise
motors used for turnouts. The principle here is
that the DC motor and gearbox drive a flexible
wire which, in turn, moves the turnout blade
pair. The tortoise is fitted with stops and the
wire fulcrum is adjusted so that the turnout
blade pair moves to its position before the
tortoise hits the stop, and the wire flexes
accordingly. This is useful because the flexing
wire, under strain, ensures the blade pair is
held firmly in position.

The same does not apply to the semaphore
signal. Here the critical positioning
requirement is that the appropriate colored
section on the semaphore arm is correctly
aligned to the white lamp, and this may be
achieved with the right number of steps.

The downside of the stepper motor is that
smart control is necessary. The best way to do
this control is with a PIC microcontroller, such
as the ones I use. PICs have infiltrated
appliances like toasters and washing
machines, and it is estimated there are now
some two billion PICs in use world wide, or
one PIC for every three people”.

One aspect of semaphore signal control is
that the semaphore could be moved with the
power off, and it would be out of whack when
power is restored. It needs to be initialized
somehow, such as by moving it to the danger
